@ Tianjin Street

As the most famous fine food street in
Dalian, Tianjin Street is home to more than
10 time-honored traditional restaurants, such
as Qunyinglou, Shanshuilou, Suyang
Restaurant, Goubuli Steamed Stuffed Bun,
Glutinous Rice (Nuomixiang), Yang’s Baked

Dongjiguan Hill

Dongjiguan Hill was the main battlefield
for the First Sino-Japanese War of 1894 and
the Russo-Japanese War in the modern
history of China. North Fort, Erlongshan
Bastions, Wangtai Battery and others are all
over the mountains fortifying the region, also

known as an “open air history museum”.

Island of Snakes

The Island of Snakes is a national nature
reserve. It is home to nearly 20,000 Pallas pit
vipers, and the world’s only island inhabited
solely by one species of snake, making this

mysterious island world-famous.

® Changhai Sea Cucumber

The sea cucumber is a precious marine
product. The “Wuhangci” produced in
Changhai County is the best of the best,
known as the “King of Sea Cucumbers”. This
top grade seafood features a rich and mellow
texture, good taste, extremely high nutritional

value, listed as the top of the “eight seafood

Bingyu Valley

Bingyu Valley is a national natural
reserve distinguished by strange peaks and
unique caves, high mountains and long rivers,
steep cliffs and narrow gorges, with changing
views all year round. Its karst landform is
rarely seen in the North China, and is known

as the “Minor Guilin in Southern Liaoning”.

Dahei Mountain

Dahei Mountain is not only a national
forest park and geological park, but also the
only historical and cultural mountain, from
which you can see both the Yellow Sea and
the Bohai Sea in Northeast China. Integrating
Buddhism, Taoism, and Confucianism, it is
rated as the “first resort of Southern Liaoning”
and is a sacred land of blessings widely known

throughout Northeast China.

® Sea Fishing

The surrounding hills, large number of
islands, densely distributed submerged reefs,
and clean sea water make Dalian an ideal
place for fishing.

black sea bream, etc.

Fairy Bathing Bay

The
visibility in the water at Dalian diving sites is
generally 5—20 meters, with an average water
temperature of 23—25 degrees Celsius in
summer. There are sea cucumbers, sea urchins,
shells, conch, etc. underwater, all within arms’
reach. Diving sites include Golden Pebble Beach,
Dachangshan Island, Bangchui Island, and many
