Liberation Bridge

The Liberation Bridge, formerly known
as the Wanguo Bridge, is located on the Haihe
River between the Tianjin Railway Station and
North Jiefang Road. Built in 1927, it is an all-
steel structure and foldable bridge, and a
landmark Tianjin building as wellas a symbol
of the city’s history.

Wanghailou Catholic Church

The Wanghailou Catholic Church, a
Gothic-style brick building, is the first
church built after Catholicism was introduced
into Tianjin.

Temple of
Great Compassion

The Temple of Great Compassion was built
during the late Ming and early Qing dynasties,
and later rebuilt during the eighth year of Emperor
Kangxi in the Qing Dynasty (1669). It is the
largest and oldest existing Buddhist temple in
Tianjin. The temple once held a skull relic of

Xuanzang, an eminent monk of the Tang Dynasty.

Culture and Museums

Tianjin Postal Museum ——

The Tianjin Postal Museum was built on
the former site of the Qing Dynasty Post
Office. Constructed during the tenth year of
Emperor Guangxu (1884), it has gone through
the development of the modern postal service
of the Qing Dynasty Post Office, China Post,
and People’s Post.

Tianjin Museum

The Tianjin Museum is a comprehensive
museum of history and arts, and its collections
emphasize ancient Chinese art works, modern
historical documents and local historical
materials. Existing collections total nearly
200,000 and there are also 200,000 books.
