unming Overview

Famous at home and abroad as a “spring
city”, Kunming has agreeable weather all
year around, with mild winters and summers,
abundant sunshine and scarce rainfall.

In Kunming, it is like spring all year
round. The climate here is a typical
subtropical highland climate, with sufficient
sunshine and distinctive wet and dry seasons.
There is a big temperature difference
between day and night. Winter and spring are
dry with low temperatures. Summer and
autumn seasons are rainy with moderate
temperatures.

The city has amazing natural sceneries
including the world’s largest karst landforms,
the Stone Forest Scenic Area, the mysterious
highland Yangzong Lake and Dianchi Lake,

as well as the Jiuxiang Caves, and Jiaozi

21,473 square kilometers.
By the end of 2011, the registered

population was 5.44 million.

Green Lake

Lying right at the center of Kunming
City, the Green Lake is seen with green
ripples and willow trees on its banks. When
night falls, the music of reed pipes and
bamboo flutes playing makes it even more
enchanting. Every winter, countless black-
headed gulls migrate here for hibernation.
They play on the water and compete for prey,
forming a great spectacle in the Spring City.

Yunnan Military Academy

Standing near the beautiful Green Lake,
the Yunnan Military Academy is famous in
modern history, and has nurtured many
famous military strategists. It is equally
famous as the Whampoa Military Academy
and the Baoding Military Academy.

Snow Mountain, among many other beautiful
sights.

Kunming is also famous for its splendid
history and culture and glamorous literary
flair. The whole Green Lake embodies the
essence of Kunming City. Many attrac-
tions are clustered along the lake, including
the Yunnan Military Academy, the Luhan
Mansion, Yunnan University, etc.

Among the
many ethnic festivals, notable ones include
the “Torch Festival” of the Yi people, the

Dadieshui Waterfall
The water of the Dadieshui Waterfall

comes from the Nanpan River’s tributary, the
Bajiang River, and falls from a height of 88
meters. During the flooding season, the water
crashes with magnificent power, generating a
loud sound that shocks the mountains of the

wilderness and can be heard several miles away.

Changhu Lake (Long Lake)
The Long Lake is hidden in the deep

mountains and jungles of Kunming. It takes
on the shape of a spring silkworm, or a
crescent moon, home to the legendary Ashima
of the Yi ethnic group. The sights on the Long
Lake are mysterious and unpredictable,
sometimes enjoying mild sunlight and blurry
distant fog, sometimes like a quite jungle with
melodious music from the zither and bamboo

flute. Very fascinating.

Dounan Flower Market

The flowers that grow in Dounan, the
“Chinese township of flowers,” always have
thicker stems, broader pedals and brighter
colors than those of any other place. At the
Dounan Flower Market you can buy a rich
variety of flowers like forget-me-nots,
Stapelia grandiflora, baby’s breath, cattleya,
Gerbera flowers, allowing you to continue

your pleasant journey carrying a bouquet.

Shangyi Street Flower Market

This Shangyi Street Flower Market is
well known in Kunming and sells a full
range of processed products from flowers, to
sachets, fragrant bags, and all kinds of dried
flower handicrafts. The market provides a
dazzling array of beautiful exhibits, a feast to

the eye.

Besides Kunming’s Crossing the Bridge
Noodles, which are popular all over the
country, the steam pot chicken (Qiguo Ji) and
the braised jizong (mushroom) in soy sauce
(Hongshao Jizong) are also representative
traditional dishes.

The Jingxing Street Flower and Bird
Market best represents the urban life of
Kunming. This street is filled with all kinds
of flowers, birds, fish, insects, antiques,
jewelry, and arts and crafts. Next to the street
are the old houses of Kunming, immersed in

melodious birdsongs.

@ Steaming-Pot Chicken (Qiguo Ji)

The steaming-pot chicken is a typical
traditional Yunnan dish. The dish retains its
original broth and fresh flavor because the
cooking broth is condensed from the steam.
The chicken meat’s texture is tender and
fresh, the color golden. The broth is sweet

and mellow, extremely delicious.

® Fried Rice-Flour Cake

The Fried Rice-Flour Cake is a Yunnan
local snack. First, the cooked rice is pressed
into round thin pancakes and baked over
charcoal before being covered with sauce. It is
regarded as the most popular snack in the

streets in Kunming.

lanchi Lake

Dianchi Lake is the largest plateau lake
in Yunnan Province. Attractions include
many of the neighboring parks and places of
historic interest. Here you can not only
explore the Stone Age ruins around the lake
but also trace the mysteries of Yunnan’s

cultural cradle.

Grand View Pavilion

The Grand View Pavilion sits beside the
Dianchi Lake and faces the West Mountains,
overlooking the lakes and mountains, a grand
sight true to its reputation of the famous
ancient architecture in China. The Grand
View Pavilion was built near the water with
plaques and couplets. The most famous item
here would be the “longest couplets of all
time.” 180 characters written by Sun
Ranweng, a famous scholar of the Qing

Dynasty.

Jiuxiang Karst Caves

Jiuxiang karst caves are composed of
over a hundred karst caves of various sizes,
plentiful in varieties and styles and in
exceedingly strange shapes and forms. The
Jiuxiang caves are one of the largest-scale
and numerous cave groups in China and
are therefore called the Home of Karst

Caves.

Dongchuan Red Land

Dongchuan Red Land is comparable to
the red land outside of Rio de Janeiro in
Brazil. Every year from September to
December, the red land appears in different
colors. Seen from afar, the colors are

gorgeous and extremely magnificent.

The saying that “the Spring City is filled
with the fragrance of flowers” refers to
Kunming’s Flower Cakes, which can be
found everywhere in Kunming, especially at
Jiahua Bakery. Xuanwei Ham, also known as
“Yunnan Ham” is known far and wide for its
tender meat. Yunnan Baiyao is famous and
worth visiting. Nanping Street, Sanshi Street
and Zhengyi Road
near Golden Horse and
Jade Rooster Archways are
among the most prosperous
streets. Wal-Mart and Carrefour

also carry Yunnan specialties.

® Xuanwei Ham

Xuanwei Ham, also known as Yunnan
Ham, is rated as one of the three “local
specialty hams” in China and enjoys a good
reputation at home and abroad. Yunnan

Haigeng Park

West Mountains

The West Mountains are known to all in
Kunming with its fresh air, enchanting
landscape and distant legends. The mountains
are covered with partly hidden forests
concealing local attractions including the
Huating Temple, the Taihua Temple, the

Dragon Gate.
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Jiaozi Snow Mountain

The highest peak of Jiaozi Snow
Mountain is 4,247 meters above sea level. It
gets its name from the sedan chair shape of
the mountain. Jiaozi Snow Mountain towers
into the sky with an obvious stereoscopic
climate. Scenic spots include the ten
thousand mu of sea of azaleas, the High

Mountain Pool, the Rainbow Waterfall, the

epitome of Yunnan ethnic cultures.

Bai Ethnic Village

This Bai Nationality Village is mainly
characterized by overhang eaves and
brackets, richly ornamented dwellings of the
Bai ethnic tradition. The entire village is
arranged in rows, neat and spacious. There is
the Folk Custom Museum and the Butterfly
Exhibition Hall along the street. The famous
Three-Course Tea demonstrates the

hospitality of the Bai people.
