langsu Overview

Jiangsu, “Su” for short, located in the
beautiful and fertile Yangtze River Delta, has
been an abundant land of fish and rice since
ancient times.

Jiangsu mainly features plains, with
rivers and lakes in the south, known as a
magnificent Jiangnan water region. There are
numerous enchanting lakes in the province,
including the Taihu Lake, the Yangcheng
Lake, the Gaoyou Lake, the Dianshan Lake,
the Tianmu Lake and the Slender West Lake.

Jiangsu has a temperate subtropical
climate, with a transition into a sub-tropical
climate near the Huaihe River. North of the
Huaihe River, there is a temperate monsoon
climate, with distinct seasonal changes and
frequent rainfall between spring and summer.

South of the Huaihe River, there is a

102,600 square kilometers.
By the end of 2012, the permanent
population was 78.6599 million.

Kunshan

Zhouzhuang Town, known as China’s
first ancient water town, has a history of more
than 900 years. There are over 10 ancient
bridges in the town. Among them, Shuangqiao
Bridge is the most famous. There are also
nearly 100 Ming and Qing dynasties’ houses,
with the most representative ones being Shen
Hall and Zhang Hall.
